Councils have within  their
statutory authority Council
Controlled Trading Organisations
(CCTO’s) for which the Council or
severa Councils have equal shares
in and appoint Directors to operate
these CCTO’s on their behalf.
Many of these CCTO’s are just a
cash cow for the Councils to milk
the profits for their agendas rather
than giving it back to the
community at large.

Should we be pushing for
“Community Controlled Trading
Organisations” to  administer
enterprises such as water, ports,
airports, sewage/stormwater etc
with every rateable property having
equal shares (i.e. 10) which are not
transferable and stay with that
rateable property for ever. The
Directors would be voted in or out
if they don’'t perform, by the
ratepayers, and any dividends
returned to the property by means
of a credit on the rates bill. Would
something like this give “owned by
the people” some real meaning?
We have the opportunity to get
behind the new Minister of Local
Government (Rodney Hide) and
support his call to have Councils
concentrate on their core business
of providing infrastructure for their
communities.

He is aso calling for referenda to
be held when Councils are seeking
substantial sums of money for
“social” amenities and facilities.
Aligning rates near to inflation,
stricter  control of expenditure,

would like

more accountability, and more
open consultation processes are
some of the things the Minister is
signaling an interest in.
Local Government NZ is running
scared of what has been announced
to date and it is obvious they can
see the writing on the wall. Their
days of extravagant spending and
their abuse of their powers of
general competence are numbered.
Their self issued license to print
money is due to expire — and very
shortly at that.
Some loca authorities are aready
heeding Rodney Hide's message
and are sgignding a complete
review of their expenditure. Other
Councils are adopting a business as
usual attitude and we will need to
closely scrutinize them when they
release their draft long-term plans
in afew months,
We finadly have a Minister who is
willing to take the “Rates’ issue by
the horns and do something about
it. Grey Power needs to be very
pro-active in supporting “Fair
rates’.

darkness?

Cough CPR.
What are you to do if you have
a heart attack While you are
alone?
If you've already received this, it
means people care about you.
The two individuals on Johnson
City Medical Staff that discov-
ered this then did an article on
it, had it published and have
had it incorporated into ACLS
and CPR classes. It is very true
and has and does work.
It is called cough CPR.
A cardiologist says it's the truth
If everyone who gets this sends
it to 10 people, you can bet that
we'll save at least one life.
It could save your life!
Let's say it's 6:15 p.m. And
you're driving home (alone of
course), after an unusually hard
day on the job. You're really
tired, upset and frustrated.
Suddenly you start experiencing
severe pain in your chest that
starts to radiate out into your
arm and up into your jaw.
You are only about five miles
from the hospital nearest your
home. Unfortunately you don't
know if you'll be able to make it
that far.
What can you do?
You've been trained in CPR
But the guy that taught the
course didn't tell you what to do
if it happened to yourself.

Since many people are alone
when they suffer a heart
attack, this article seemed to
be in order.

Without help, the person
whose heart is Dbeating
improperly and who begins to
feel faint, has only about 10
seconds left before losing
consciousness.

However, these victims can
help themselves by coughing
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repeatedly and very vigor-
ously.

A deep breath should be
taken before each cough, and
the cough must be deep and
prolonged, as when produc-
ing sputum from deep inside
the chest.

A breath and a cough must
be repeated about every two
seconds without let up until
help arrives, or until the heart
is felt to be beating normally
again.

Deep breaths get oxygen into
the lungs and coughing
movements squeeze the heart
and keep the blood circulat-

ing.

The squeezing pressure on
the heart also helps it regain
normal rhythm. In this way,
heart attack victims can get
to a hospital.

Tell as many other people as
possible about this, it could
save their lives!
