THE MAYORAL CHAIN 
We had many community members 
submitting for the annual plan and we were 
thankful that so many made the effort. I 
want to particularly thank, and congratulate, 
Louisa Burrell for her presentations which 
demonstrate her depth of concern and 
knowledge of our community. The proposal 
to stop so many toilets was always on shaky 
ground and the community were quick to 
point this out. Thanks for your help. 
The toilets were generally functional and our 
community felt that the saving was not 
worth the loss. The exception was that the two older toilets in the Gardens 
would be replaced by one good toilet. The Council also accepted the need to 
fund water schemes, hall rates as requested and a toilet at Elephant Rocks. 
Councilors debated matters carefully and considerately. All submissions were 
read and understood. We were given numerous ideas from concerned and 
thoughtful citizens and consequently made changes. 
 
The Chamber of Commerce have indicated their willingness to fund, from 
their reserves, an event co-ƻǊŘƛƴŀǘƻǊ ǿƘƻ ǿƛƭƭ ƳŀƴŀƎŜ ǘƘŜ άDƻƭŘŜƴ hƭŘƛŜǎέ 
and a new penny-farthing project, including riders around the town next 
year. This is a proactive move to assist in major events and possibly attend to 
other events.. Great effort ς the detail is still to come. This move by the 
Chamber to generate their own funding could be a template for similar 
projects in the future. 
 
A raft of other matters will be attended to including: water quality, peak oil, 
environmental health, land use, freedom camping, cycle ways, safety and 
facilities. 
 
Civil Defence did a sterling job monitoring and informing us during the rain 
event of last week. Thank you to Chris Raine, and his tireless team, who 
headed the district effort to keep everyone safe while 250 mm (plus) came 
down in four days. Warnings were timely, stock was moved quickly and 
people were well placed to ensure safety. Great effort. 



The Victorian Heritage Celebrations were also supported on the strength of 
their ability to bring tourists into our district and the significant recognition 
they give to our heritage and history.  They are involved in a set of activities 
and projects which foster a pride in our past and a base for our future. They 
will generate their own resources and be sustainable in the future.  
 
The Shag Point emergency management system was finalized and many 
suggestions received on behalf of business and farming from the chamber of 
commerce and federated farmers. All of these will be considered. We look 
forward to meeting the various representatives and thrashing out their 
proposals.  
As a Lion I felt proud of the effort of local Lions Clubs in fundraising $30,000

presentation but wish St Johns well with their work in general and the 
defibrillator in particular.
